However, In these situations the state treats this as a positive rabies 
case.

•Are cooperative efforts and minimize or eliminate duplication of services 
•Are sustainable over time 

The City of Buda grants funds for projects and programs that address community needs in the following areas: arts and culture, 
education and training, community development/community service, environment, health, human services, recreation and animal-
related services. The City of Buda accepts grant requests only from organizations that are tax-exempt (or have applied for tax-
exempt status) under Sections 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.
